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I. Introduction 
· China’s national environmental quality remained stable in the year 2005 despite a 9.9%growth of GDP compared with last year. The surface water quality had no obvious changes. The water quality in centralized drinking water sources of major cities was good at large, and that of offshore seawater was improved to some extent, but severe environmental pollution still exist, especially the lakes suffer from eutrophication, the rural population have no access to clean water.
II. Water Pollution in China
In 2005, the Pearl River and Yangtze River were enjoyed fairly good water quality; the Liaohe River, Huaihe River, Yellow River, and Songhua River were all of poor water quality,and Haihe River suffered from severe water pollution.
90% of the river sections passing through cities are heavily polluted

Ensuring drinking water safety and the treatment in key river basins. In the wastewater treatment domain, the technologies to eliminate -N –P from the city and small town’s wastewater, to deal with the high-concentration decompounded industry wastewater, to protect lake from water eutrophication are urgent.
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
